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This document is a compilation of useful references, which provides the evidence for the effectiveness of interven-
tions, to increase rate of initiation or duration of exclusive breastfeeding. These references are only an attempt to
aggregate the interventions, which were carried out to increase rate of initiation or duration of exclusive breast-
feeding, there can be many more such interventions.
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
